Fun Programming Resources


[bookmark: _GoBack]At our recent parent’s information evening some parents had asked for details of programming resources that could be used at home. I would like to draw your attention to a couple of resources that would help support learning about programming;

1. Hour of Code (approximate suitability of P2-P7); a fantastic resource that allows learners to experiment with the basics of coding. The site can be used for an hour each day and is regularly updated with topical experiences that should keep the learners engaged.

2. Scratch (approximate suitability of P6 upwards); If Hour of Code is proving far too easy then Scratch introduces learners to potentially more complex experiences. The onus is on the learner to create their own programs from ‘scratch’ and problem solve how to do this. Support is available for Scratch through their website and other on line resources. It can take a while to pick up but learners tend to flourish once they have mastered the basics.
